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Student Agreement Policy
Home Tutoring / Transportation Policy

It is the policy of the Racine Literacy Council, Inc, (RLC) to prohibit tutoring at sites other than
those approved by the Racine Literacy Council. This prohibition includes home tutoring.

Transportation of a student by a tutor in a vehicle or the transportation of a tutor by a student in a
vehicle for any activity directly or indirectly related to the RLC is also prohibited by the Racine
Literacy Council for reasons of liability.

Attendance Policy

Call the RLC at least one hour before your meeting if you will not be there. This is an excused
absence. If you do not call at least one hour before the meeting that will be missed, the absence
is unexcused.

If you have 3 unexcused absences, in a six-month period, we will meet with you to talk about
your attendance. This may be cause for termination. If you reenter and you again have 3
unexcused absences, you will/can be permanently dropped,

If you decide to withdraw from the program, you may re-enter it a total of 3 times.

Childcare is not available through the Racine Literacy Council.
Student Responsibilities

®  You must be 18 years or older and no longer in high school.

e Ifyou are being referred by another agency, you maybe asked to share information.
‘You may not have a record of a violent crime. If you do, you need to be recommended by
Probation and Parole.

© Reasons for dismissal include: disrespectful language and behavior, possession of a weapon,
being under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs, or uncleanliness.

* The only cost to you is the purchase of books. If you are unable to do so, there is money
available.

e To continue in the program you need to do homework, as well as show interest and progress.
